Tuesday, September 9:

6:45 AM: Motorcoach will depart from Lancaster, Penn Cinema, 541 Airport Rd; travel to Saratoga Springs, New York with an included
lunch stop en route.

Wednesday, September 10:

After breakfast we'll depart for Montreal, Canada with a stop for lunch on your own. This afternoon visit the Canadian Railway
Museum/ExpoRail, the largest train museum in Canada. Then check into the hotel with the remainder of the evening on your own to
