Tuesday, November 24 - Central PA - New York City

Do I need travel insurance?

What will the weather be like?

New York City temperatures this time of year can range from the low-30s to mid-50s. Winds can be high, and snow is a
possible occurrence. Please bring appropriately layered clothing and comfortable walking shoes.

How many bags can I bring?

One suitcase per person will be allowed. You may also bring a carry-on bag small enough to fit under your seat.
